You can check your child’s Dojo daily, weekly, monthly, or not at all. You have to sign up as a parent to view your child’s Dojo points. I have set up Dojo to coincide with our habits. Each time your child receives a point (positive or negative) the habit/behavior is identified as to encourage or redirect behavior. Our day consists of many routines, procedures, instructions, and expectations. Learning behaviors is a work in progress and the goal is to identify certain behaviors that create habits of a successful learner. Some behaviors fall into more than one habit…..it depends on what the expectations of the classroom are at that time. If your child is unable to communicate these behaviors with you, then that is a good sign that more attention/thought needs to be given to their learning habits. 
Here are some examples of behaviors that could fall under each habit….

1) Be Proactive-cleaning up supplies without being asked, being a leader and showing “the quiet” sign, doing their class job, choosing to work on incomplete work when done with assignment, being responsible for own learning

2) First things first- coming into class and starting daily fix it, doing assigned work first, making choices based on what’s important, being where you’re suppose to be when you’re suppose to be there

3) Begin With the End in Mind- having materials ready for stations and class, knowing what skills to focus on, practicing spelling, bringing back folders, efficient transitioning
4) Think Win-Win- find solutions when working with others, reading with PALS, sharing materials, following rules when playing games at recess or PE, problem solving instead of being unkind
5) Seek First to Understand then to be Understood-listening to others share, following directions, asking questions, knowing expectations for stations and assignments, listening to instruction
6) Synergize –participating in group activities, working well during whole group instruction, not distracting others, getting along, being positive

7) Sharpen the Saw-recalling and using previous skills in work and discussion, participating in class, managing bathroom/drink time, being safe, being kind, working on skills that he/she is lacking
